Accounting I

Grade Level:  10, 11, 12

Instructor:  Mrs. Abernathy
Course Description:  Students learn accounting fundamentals, which they will need to know as adult consumers and employees.  Financial transactions are analyzed and recorded, and financial statements produced.  Students are expected to learn the principles and procedures needed to begin entry-level accounting careers, to further their study of accounting, and to handle personal business applications. Computerized accounting applications will be introduced at this level.

Software:  Microsoft Office 97—EXCEL, Automated Accounting 6.0

Student Accountability:

· Bring agenda, textbook, workbook, pen/pencil, calculator and eraser/white-out every day.

· Only blue or black ink or No. 2 pencil may be used to record work.

· No food, candy or drinks allowed in the classroom, except for water.

· Detention will be assigned on second tardy and each tardy thereafter per nine weeks.  Tardies will be served before school, after school, or during lunch.

· Students are expected to work on assignment until work is completed.

· Five bathroom passes will be allowed every nine weeks.

Attendance / Grades:
· Assignments must be completed and handed in by the due date.  One day late, lose 20%; two days late, lose 40%; nothing accepted after two days late.

· If you have an excused absence, any assignments already given will be due on the day of your return.

· If an assignment is given on the day of your absence, you will have one extra day to complete it.

· Tests are to be taken on the assigned day.  If you have an excused absence, you must take the test before or after school the day after you return.

· NO CREDIT will be given for the following:

--copying, cheating, talking during a test

--copying another student’s work.

--allowing another student to copy any part of an assignment.
