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Don’t forget that you need to earn fifty contract points by the end of the semester! After you earn your first fifty, you may earn up to fifty more for extra credit each semester!

What are they? 


Contract points are points you earn on your own. You decide what your project is and the type of information it is over as long as the project can be tied back to English class somehow. If you like sports, find sports literature. If you want to be a doctor, read a medical journal and write a summary. If you like art, design a book cover, make a collage based on a poem, or draw a comic strip of a short story. If you like drama, you can act out a skit. Your creativity is the limit.

How many points will a project earn?
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Points are based on the complexity of the project and the final product. I look for effort, neatness, accuracy, and execution. If you have questions about a specific project, feel free to ask me in advance. You can do one large project, or a few smaller ones. It is entirely up to you.
When can I work on them?

You will need to do these on your own time for the most part. However, from time to time, I will give you some class time to work on your contract points.
