Parents of the Junior Class

The purpose of this letter is to inform parents of the activities the Junior class will be participating in this year. 

First off, magazine sales: each year in August the Junior and Senior classes sell magazines. Each student is asked to sell 5 items. If they do not meet their quota they are required to pay $10 per item.  This represents the loss of profit to the class.

Second, the Junior class runs the concession stand for basketball and wrestling seasons. Each junior is required to work a minimum of 2 games. They are given the opportunity to sign up for the games they can work, allowing them to take into account practice and work schedules.  Any junior who does not sign up for games will be assigned games to work. If they do not work their games they pay $50 to offset lost revenue to the class. When students do not work the concession they are scheduled to work, it really hurts those students and sponsors who are trying to offer a good quality concession for those attending the games.

Next, candy bar sales will take place sometime in February. Each junior is required to sell a minimum of 1 box (52) of candy bars or pay $26.

Finally, there is a $25 clean-up deposit for prom. Each student pays this refundable deposit before we begin decorating. Then, if that student returns on Sunday at the designated time and stays until we are finished, their $25 deposit is returned.

All of this is leading up to a successful prom and senior trip. A student must be in good standing with their class to vote for officers, vote for yearbook king and queen, to help decorate for prom, and attend prom and senior trip. To be in good standing a student must have all class dues ($5) and fundraising obligations taken care of. Please encourage your child to participate in all of these activities.
