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PVHS wins nailbiter against
rival Osawatomie, falls to Eagles

Prairie View Football splits league
competition, beating rival Osawatomie
but losing the Homecoming game to
Wellsville.

One of the intense rivalries in the Pio-
neer League is between the Prairie View
Buffalos and the Osawatomie Trojans
continued its battle on the gridiron Friday
night October 1.

Prairie View dominated the majority of
the first three quarters of play. The first to
punch it in the endzone for Prairie View

at 8:13 left in the first quarter.

Half way through the third quarter,
senior Stefan Davis took a toss play 26
yards for another PV touchdown, making
the score 14-0.

On the following kickoff the Buffalos
called an onside kick to get the ball back
on the Osawatomie 42 yard line. One
play later Davis scored again off of the
exact same play the offense ran before
for a 42 yard touchdown run with 5:31
left in the third.

Osawatomie was not so quick to give
up. Only 3 minutes later quarterback
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end Drew Needham for a 24 yard touch-
down pass. The two point conversion
was good.

The score was 21-8 with PV still on top.
Then with 7:44 left in the game, Jones
threw the ball to running back and wide
receiver Brandon Oaks for an 88 yard
touchdown pass. The two point conver-
sion was unsuccessful.

With PVHS holding on to only a 7 point
lead the game would come down to the
final play. As Osawatomie was threat-
ening to score from the 11 yard line
against the Buffalo defense, the Buffs
held and stopped the Trojan offense

on fourth down to win the game 21-14.

Undefeated in league, the Buffalos
would face off against another undefeat-
ed opponent on Homecoming night, the
Wellsville Eagles.

The Buffalos first drive began on their
own 20 yard line. The rushing attack took
them down all the way to the Wellsville
31 yard line, but a poorly thrown ball
caused an interception to end the drive.

The score was knotted at 0-0 ending
the first quarter, but Wellsville struck at
7:17 left in the second quarter on a 7
yard rushing touchdown by running back
Dalton Hughes. The PAT was unsuc-
cessful.

In the remainder of the second quar-
ter the Eagles scored twice more: a 1
yard run by Hughes with a successful
two-point conversion and a 27 yard pass
from quarterback Goober Gardener to
Hughes with a good PAT. Going into the
half Wellsville was on top 21-0.

Four minutes into the third quarter the
Eagles scored again on a 33 yard touch-
down run by Hughes and a successful
PAT.

At the end of the 3rd quarter it was
Wellsville 28-0.

At the beginning of the 4th with 11:00
minutes left in the game the Eagles ran
for a 4 yard touchdown by fullback Jesse
Campbell. The Buffs suffered their first
league loss 34-0.

“I felt really bad for the fans,” said senior
Brandon Milliron, “because they came
out and supported us and we couldn’t
get a win for them.”

“I was disappointed in the fact we lost;
said senior Tanner Stanage. “because
they were a very beatable team, but we
left it all on the field and that’s all we can
do”

With a record of 4-4 the Prairie View
football team looks to finish the season
well after dealing with great wins and
tough losses.
